Gain hands-on experience with unit test design, implementation, and execution in this two-day course for development
team members who are comfortable with their programming language and the basics of object-oriented design.
Attendees learn the techniques of design and developing unit tests, test-driven development (TDD), unit testing best
practices, and ways to increase unit test coverage. Practice common unit testing and experience how these techniques
reduce defect escapes downstream. This set of practices for developers is essential core competencies for ensuring
what they build is effectively tested.

This workshop-style course provides hands-on exercises to allow developers to immediately apply unit testing
techniques in an informal and interactive setting. Attendees will leave the workshop with the ability to apply unit
testing best practices in their own environment.

Who Should Attend?
This is a novice to intermediate level course intended for software developers. Attendees should have competence
with common programming languages such as Java, JavaScript, or C#.

Prerequisites/Requirements
A working knowledge of software development processes, familiarity with basic object-oriented principles of design,
and a basic familiarity with an agile framework such as Scrum or Kanban are necessary for this course.
